The vast majority of men throughout history have lived close to the land, in rural
villages or tribes that were bound by age-old traditions. Life moved slowly there, and
changes lagged far behind those of the fast-paced cosmopolitan centres.

Beginning in the nineteenth century, however, urbanization accelerated rapldly as a
result of the industrial Revolution. By now, more than one half of the population of
North America and almost half of the population of Australia and New Zealand live in
citics of at least 100,000. In South America and Europe about one third of the people
- live in cities of at least 100,000. Only Asia and Africa remain overwhelmingly rural,
with 90 per cent of the people still living in agricultural villages and on I%rms But.even I}
this picturc is beginning to change. The speed with which urbanization is now taking
_place stands in sharp contrast to the very gradual dcvclopmcnt of citics over
thousands of ycars. Today’s feverishly acceclerated pace of urbanization, with its
accompanying tecchnological changes, has had the effect of uprootmo people,
destroying ancient traditions and beliefs and breeding instantly. For example, the
urbanization and industrialization taking place in India is helpmc te break down the -
- caste system that has regulated Indian life for thousands of years.

In many parts of Alrica, ancient tribal customs and regulations are disintegrating
under the impact of urbanization. In many countries young people have been leaving
the impoverished rural lands to seek work in the large cities. Although such migrations
arc often temporary and seasonal, the fact that so many Africans are experiencing
urban lifc — and arc cxposed to outside cultures and ideas — has had the effect of
wcakening cthnic tics. In fact, much of African society is now divided into “modern”
and traditional factions that are philosophically at war with each other.
